1. ‘Field plantation’ is another procedure, cheaper and a bit less efficient (germination success is 70% approx, compared to tree nurseries which are 90%), the ‘direct’ plantation is usually in rows spaced 2.5 m (arid soils will, after 12 to 14 months, reach agricultural standards), the surface reference is ‘hectare’, abbreviation ‘ha’, one hectare is worth approx 2.5 acres

2. The moringa oleifera leaves are dried in the shade, crushed to powder and filtered, at this stage we deliver to six schools and orphanages throughout the country, we expect to reach up to 15 during 2009, when compared to other kids (not using mo leaf powder), we have noted good results in school ratings, gymnastic, illness absenteeism.
